Description

This 32-hour course is for beginners/false beginners. It has been designed to answer the needs of daily life in France. Students 

will be introduced to French culture with French immersion lessons and taught to communicate in a simple way to meet immediate 

needs.

The emphasis is on listening and speaking, with role plays, conversation-based activities... The course is divided into 10 sessions. 

Their contents can vary according to students' needs and expectations, and their level. At the end of September each student will 

be given a tailored programme for autonomous work (20 hours) in a language laboratory or a computer room (2 hours per week). 

This work will be assessed in January for 1 hour.

Various handouts will be given to students.
